Akademi Award: Hindustani Vocal Music

conducted many seminars and workshops on music in India and abroad. He has many recordings to his credit.

Shri Igbal Ahmed Khan has featured in many documentaries such as Dilli Ki Basti Mein directed by Anwar Jamal;
and Ek Safarnama presented by D.G. Productions, Delhi on his 50 years of musical life. He has composed music for
many T.V. serials such as Indra Sabha, Police File Se; documentaries and tele-films such as Yaad-e-Ghalib, and plays

such as Tamasha or Tamashai, and Jahan-e-Khusro.

Shri Igbal Ahmed Khan has received many awards, including the title of Gaayan Acharya given by Sangeet
Sewalaya, Bodhgaya, Bihar (1993); the Mirza Ghalib Award conterred by Alam-i-Urdu Foundation, Hyderabad
