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VASANT RAMBHAU SHEOLIKAR

Sangeet Natak Akademi Amrit Award:
Hindustani Instrumental Music (Violin)

Shri Vasant Rambhau Sheolikar was born on 25 December 1931
in Rajnandgaon, now in Chhattisgarh. He studied upto the
Intermediate or +2 level. He started taking violin lessons at the
age of 16 under the guidance of his father. He also received the
guidance of Vishnu Krishna Joshi, the then Principal of Shriram
Sangeet Mahavidyalaya, Raipur. Vasant Rambhau Sheolikar
served the Government of Madhya Pradesh from where he
retired in the year 1990 while working as an Administrative
Officer in the Irrigation Department.

Shri Sheolikar has been an empanelled artist at Akashvani and
played for Akashvani Nagpur from 1960 to 1964, and later for
Akashvani Bhopal. He had accompanied Ram Marathe and
Vinayakrao Patwardhan in the 1960s. In the last 60 years, he
has trained hundreds of disciples. He has participated in major
music festivals across the country.

Shri Vasant Sheolikar has been honoured with the Shikhar
Samman in 2008 by the Madhya Pradesh Government.
