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Born on 10 September 1946 in Ropar (present Rupnagar) of
Punjab, Shri Sushil Kumar Jain is a graduate in Arts and has
trained in tabla under the tutelage of Naurata Ram Mohan
(Punjab Gharana), Laxman Singh (Punjab Gharana), Igbal
Mohammad Khan (Punjab Gharana), and Banwari Lal Multani
(Kirana Gharana). He has also trained in vocal music.

Shri Jain has been imparting training at some reputed centres
of music such as the Bhatkhande College of Music, Lucknow. He
has also conducted workshop at Maharaja Sayajirao University
of Baroda. He is engaged in writing a book on the evolution of
the art of Tabla and Pakhawaj, both in Hindi and Sanskrit. A bank
employee by profession, Shri Sushil Jain has documented nearly
2000 compositions, both traditional as well as his own, many of
which touch upon rare aspects of Taal Vadya.
