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Born on 13 September 1933 in Mangad, Kerala, Shri Mangad K.
Natesan took his training from his father G. Kumaran and from
P.N. Lakshmikutty. Shri Natesan completed Ganabhooshanam in
1958 from Swati Tirunal College of Music at Thiruvananthapuram.

Endowed with a rich and powerful voice, Shri Natesan became
a well-acclaimed performer who has trained many students.
Strict adherence to sampradaya, use of manodharma - which is
uncompromising in the essence of the raga, use of sarvalaghu
swaras, and rendition of kritis with sangatis as perfected by the
masters are his hallmarks. Shri Natesan has performed all over the
country in major festivals, sabhas, temples, radio and television.
His repertoire of the composition of Maharaja Swathi Thirunal
is vast and his efforts to propagate the Maharaja’s compositions
are noteworthy. He has been accompanied in his performances
by many of the stalwarts such as Chalakkudi Narayana Swami,
Thirupparkkadal Veeraraghavan, T.K.V. Ramanujacharyulu, C.R.
Mani lyer, B. Sasikumar, Guruvayoor Dorai, and Palakkad T.R.
Rajamani. He has performed in the National Programmes of All
India Radio and Doordarshan and at sangeet sammelans.

For his contribution in the field of Carnatic music, Shri Mangad
K. Natesan has been honoured with the Kerala Sangeetha Nataka
Academy Award (1989); Kerala Sangeetha Nataka Academy
Fellowship - Kalaratna (2014); Sangeetha Kala Acharya - Music
Academy, Chennai (2014); and Swathi Puraskaram by the
Government of Kerala (2015).
