RAMANI RANGAN

Sangeet Natak Akademi Amrit Award:
Carnatic Instrumental Music (Veena)

Born on 10 September 1940 in Thanjavur in Tamil Nadu, Shrimati
Ramani Rangan is a gold medallist, and also a first rank holder
in MA, Music from Madras University. She has been a ‘Top’ Grade
Veena exponent with the All India Radio. She has trained under
the able guidance of Ramani Venkataraman both in Veena and
vocal, Ranganayaki Rajagopalan in Veena, and R. Vedavalli for
vocal music. She has been following the Karaikudi Sambasiva
lyer Parampara and the Mudicondan C. Venkataraman lyer
Parampara.

Her professional engagements have included being a staff artist
with the All India Radio, Madras. She was a Lecturer of Vocal Music
at Teachers’ College of Music and The Music Academy, Chennai.
She has also been a music journalist with local newspapers and
magazines covering the annual Marghazi (Music season). She has
performed in the National Programme of Music in All India Radio
and also for Doordarshan. She has participated in Dr V. Raghavan’s
Sanskrita Ranga dramas by playing Veena for several years. She
has produced various knowledge imparting programmes on the
‘Teaching of Music’, ‘Instruments of India’, ‘The role of the
accompanist in a concert’ and the ‘the old gurukula systems and
the present day schools for learning music’. The programmes
had participation from varied senior artists to disentangle the
nuances of learning and dissemination and were moderated by
her. These programmes are often rebroadcast by All India Radio.
