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Born on 8 January 1944 in 24 Parganas of West Bengal, he
began his journey of manufacturing instruments with his
first Guru Shri Kishori Naskar, He was then associated with
the finest Sarod maker Guru Shri Hemen Sen with whom he
shared a continuous relationship for 23 years as a skilled
craftsman.

He has devoted his entire life to the manufacturing of
musical instruments like Sitar, Esraj, Tanpura and Sarod.
Shri Dulal Chandra began his own manufacturing unit -
Oriental Music Craft in 1981, India’s most illustrious Sarod
artists like Ali Akbar Khan, Buddhadeb Dasgupta, Rajeev
Taranath, Tejendra Narayan Majumdar and others have
praised him for his knowledge of musical instruments and
have been his patrons. Shri Dulal Kanji is also credited with
innovation to the instrument of Sursingar. He has passed
this heritage of instrument craftsmanship by imparting
training to his son Shri Ashok Kanji and other disciples.
