Raghava Pillai. He belongs to the Thanjavur tradition.

Shri Govindarajan has accompanied many stalwarts of
Carnatic music in India and abroad. He has trained many
students. He has worked with the Tamil Nadu Government
Music College, Thiruvalyaru as Lecturer of Thavil.

For his contribution in the field of Carnatic Instrur el 'mmt
music, he has been honaured by many prestigious cuftu
institutions in the country,
