He has produced more than twenty
plays which are characterised by novelty of ideas,
innovative presentation and scathing humour. His
versatile talents as a writer, director, actor, singer
and musician come to the fore in all his
productions.

For his eminence in the field of Music and his
contribution to its enrichment, Shri Shahir Sable
receives the Sangeet Natak Akademi Award for
Marathi Folk Music for 1984.
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
