Iyer, Shri G.N.Balasurahmanyam and Shri Mavelikkara Prabhakara Varma.

A top-grade artist of All India Radio and Doordarshan, Shrimati K.Omanakutty Amma was
associated with several prestigious organizations and institutions such as Sangeeta Bharati,
Thiruvananthapuram, Department of Music, University of Kerala and Government College
of Women, Thiruvananthapuram, Kerala. She has nurtured numerous prominent musicians
in India and abroad. Shrimati K.Omanakutty Amma has many recordings to her credit. She
has authored several books and articles on musicology, music pedagogy, and the technical
aspects of carnatic music.

For her services to music, Shrimati K.Omanakutty Amma has been honoured by many
prestigious awards and titles from various institutions including the Augustine Joseph
Award, the Best Classical Music Singer award by Akashvani-Doordarshan in 1990, the
Madras Music Academy Award for senior performing artist in 1997, the Kerala Sangeet
Natak Akademi Award in 1997, and the Kalaratna award fellowship in 2013.
