He bolds a post-graduate diploma from the
Jawabarlal Nebru Manipur Dance Academy, Imphal.

Shri Lakpati Singh bas earned wide renown in Manipur as a Natasankirian artist representing the parampara of the

itllustrious Guru Gulapi. His rendition of Natasankirtan is bighly sought after by the devout and the learned alike on

important religious and cultural occasions. He bas also taken bis art to other parts of the country and is presently the
lead singer of Natasankirtan at Sri Sri Govindji Temple.

Shri Lakpati Singh is also an eminent teacher of the art and bas been teaching students at the Jawabarlal Nebru
Manipuri Dance Academy for many years. He bas initiated projects of research and revival of rare traditions of
Manipur, and bas undertaken comparative studies of Natasankirtan and the major traditions of Hindustani and
Carnatic music. He bas a publication to bis credit, apart from audio-cassettes, and bas received a Senior Fellowship
Jrom the Department of Culture, Government of India. For bis eminence in the field of Natasankirtan, Shri Lakpati
Singh has been bonoured by the Sri Sri Govindji Temple Board of Manipur, the Manipur State Kala Akademi, and the
Manipuri Sabitya Parishad.
