Shrimati Parween Sultana Kban made a mark as a performer early in life and gained wide popularity singing in
major music events. An outstanding vocalist, she is known for the range and power of voice and ber bandling of
sapat tans, gamaks, tan palat and jamjama. She bas presented a large number of concerts around the world and bas
produced many gramophbone records, cassettes, and compact discs.

She has received several bonours for ber music, including the title Sangeet Samragni from the Government of Assam
and the Padma Shri (1972). ‘
