Shrimati Brabaspati's renderings are distinguished by the richness of ber
voice and the intricacies of ber taans. Shrimati Brabaspati is also an
accomplished teacher and musicologist, and bas published books
including Raga-rahasya and Khusro, Tansen, tatha anya Kalakar.

Among other bonours, she received the Uttar Pradesh Sangeet Natak
Akademi Award in 1984.
