Sri Raghav Rao was awarded the Padmashri in
1970 and has been honoured by the Andhra
Pradesh Sangeet Natak Akademi and the Sur
Singar Samsad, Bombay.

For his eminence in the field of music and his
contribution to its enrichment, Sri Vijay Raghav
Rao receives the Sangeet Natak Akademi Award
for Creative Music for 1982.
