A musician of the Agra gharana, Shri Vijay Kichlu has an impressive record of public performances. He has also been

performing over All India Radio and Doordarshan. Stylistically, his forte lies in alApchari in madhya lAya in the

traditional Dhrupad manner, using the bol-tans that are characteristic of his gharanas gayaki.

After a successful career as a business executive, Shri Vijay Kichlu headed the Sangeet Research Academy at Calcutta set up

by the India Tobacco Company. As Executive Director of the institution, he committed himself totally to the preservation

and propagation of classical music.
